arbias Ltd was established in 1990 to provide
services for people with alcohol and other
substance related brain impairment. It is a
not for profit agency managed by a board of
directors.

In January 1989 a meeting was convened at St.
Vincent's Department of Community Medicine.
In attendance were a group of people who
shared a vision to establish a service that
supported people with alcohol related brain
impairment.

By mid 1990, a Management Committee was
formed. Staff were appointed in August 1990
and services commenced in September 1990.
In October 1990 arbias moved into its first

premises located at 226 Gertrude Street Fitzroy.

In the beginning, the primary focus of arbias
was to provide accommodation and support
for homeless people with alcohol related brain
damage.
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Over the course of almost two decades,
arbias has developed into an internationally
recognised leader in the area of alcohol and
other drug related brain injury.

By 2009, arbias has 50 employees in the area
of Neuropsychology, Research, information
services, Workforce Training and Development,
Case Management, Community Development
and Accommodation services. In Victoria, the
staff support to over 3,000 people each year,
most of whom have serious implications of
alcohol or other drug related brain damage.
arbias provides information, consultancy and
training nationally and internationally.

In 2010 arbias commenced delivery of
specialist case management intervention and
assessment services in NSW statewide
